PHASE 1 VOTING CONCLUDES FOR
CHHATTISGARH & MIZORAM

he first phase of voting of Assembly elections

for two out of five states was concluded on
07 November, 2023. Voting for 20 seats out of
the 90-member Chhattisgarh assembly and the
40-member Mizoram assembly took place during
the first phase.

A total of 174 candidates are in the fray in
Mizoram and 223 candidates are contesting in the
first phase of Chhattisgarh assembly elections.
The provisional voting percentage in Mizoram
was over 80.62 per cent while in Chhattisgarh, the
first phase vote per cent was around 78.07.

The second phase of polling in Chhattisgarh
alongwith single-phase pollingin Madhya Pradesh
will take place on November 17. Rajasthan and
Telangana will undergo single-phase voting on
November 25 and 30, respectively. To ensure a
secure voting process, over 600 polling booths in
sensitive areas, particularly in the Naxal-hit Bastar
division, have been provided with a three-layered
security cover.

COAL SECTOR ACHIEVES IMPRESSIVE 16.1% GROWTH IN
SEPTEMBER AMONG EIGHT CORE INDUSTRIES

s per the index of eight Core Industries for the

month of September 2023 released by the
Ministry of Commerce & Industries, the index of
coal sector has showcased impressive growth of
16.1% reaching 148.1 points compared to 127.5
points during the same period last year. This is the
highest growth in last 14 months except for August
2023.

The latest data indicates that the Combined
Index of eight Core Industries has shown noteworthy
increase of 8.1% (Provisional) in September 2023,
compared to the same period in the previous year.

The Index measures the combined and individual
production performance of eight core industries, viz.
cement, coal, crude oil, electricity, fertilizers, natural
gas, refinery products, and steel.

The significant growth in the coal sector is
attributed to a substantial upswing in coal production
during September 2023, which reached animpressive
67.27 MT, surpassing the figure of 58.04 MT during
the corresponding period of the previous year,
representing a remarkable increase of 15.91%. The
Coal Industry registered a growth of 9.1% in Apr'’2023
which rose to 16.1% in Sept'’2023, showcasing
consistent and sustained growth.

GST COLLECTION FOR OCTOBER 2023 IS SECOND
HIGHEST EVER; AT 1.72 LAKH CRORE; RECORD
INCREASE OF 13% Y-0-Y

he gross GST revenue collected in the month
of October, 2023 is 1,72,003 crore out of which

30,062 crore is CGST, 38,171 crore is SGST, 91,315
crore (including 42,127 crore collected on import of
goods) is IGST and 12,456 crore (including 1,294
crore collected on import of goods) is cess.

The government has settled 42,873 crore to
CGST and 36,614 crore to SGST from IGST. The total
revenue of Centre and the States in the month of
October, 2023 after regular settlement is 72,934 crore
for CGST and 74,785 crore for SGST.

The gross GST revenue for the month of October,
2023 is 13% higher than that in the same month
last year. During the month, revenue from domestic
transactions (including import of services) is also
13% higher than the revenues from these sources
during the same month last year. The average gross
monthly GST collection in the FY 2023-24 now stands
at Rs. 1.66 lakh crore and is 11% per cent more than
that in the same period in the previous financial year.

GST revenues during the current year. The table
below shows the state-wise figures of post settlement
GST revenue of each State till the month of October
2023.

he Government has initiated aggressive retail sale

of onion from the buffer at subsidized price of Rs.25
per kg to protect the consumers from recent increase
in onion prices due to delay in the arrival of kharif crop.
This comes as another measure in addition to the
slew of measures put in place to ensure availability
and affordability of onion to domestic consumers
such as, imposition of Minimum Export Price (MEP)
of USD 800 per MT with effect from 29th October,
2023, enhancement of buffer procurement by 2 lakh
tons, over above 5.06 lakh tons already procured, and
the continuous disposal of onion through retail sales,
e-Nam auction and bulk sales in wholesale markets
for second week of August.

The Department of Consumer Affairs has started
aggressive disposal of onion through retail outlets
and mobile vans operated by NCCF, NAFED, Kendriya
Bhandar and other State controlled cooperatives at
subsidized price of Rs.25 per kg. Till 2nd November,
NAFED has set up 329 retail points, consisting of
stationary outlets and mobile vans, in 55 cities across
21 states. Similarly, NCCF has set up 457 retail points
in 54 cities across 20 states. Kendriya Bhandar too,
has started retail supply of onion through its retail
outlets across Delhi-NCR from 3rd November, 2023
and Safal Mother Dairy will start from this weekend.
The retail sale of onion to consumers in Telangana
and other southern states are being taken up by
Hyderabad Agricultural Cooperatives Association
(HACA).

The proactive measures taken by the Government
has started showing result as onion prices in
benchmark Lasalgaon market declined from Rs.4,800/
