Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi launched the Rashtriya Sadasyata Abhiyan 2024 
at the BJP Central Office in New Delhi on 02 September 2024. BJP National President Shri Jagat 
Prakash Nadda addressed the programme. Shri Nadda outlined the phases of the campaign and 
reaffirmed the target of the membership drive.

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the same organization for years. Sometimes, I also 
used to take similar meetings and visits. I was used to 
doing the accounting of membership campaigns. My 
training for this work was mainly done by Shradheya 
Sunder Singh Bhandari ji, and he was very insistent 
on this subject. He did not accept even a little here 
and there. Sometimes people also felt what would 
happen if they built a structure”.  However today, we 
are seeing that the same structure has become a 
medium to fulfil the hopes and expectations of the 
country.

Aspirational District and Aspirational block
In our country, we have worked as a model for the 

entire world, especially for the developing countries of 
the Global South. And that is the Aspirational District 
and Aspirational Block. The district which till now, no 
one cared about, even the employees, wasn’t ready 
to go there to work, and is backward, we have made 
it an Aspirational District, an Aspirational Block. Our 
effort is to ensure that the state does not lag behind 
in the parameters of development.

He said we have brought about a very big change 
in the country. There was a time when border villages 
were known as the last villages of India. We decided 
that these are the first villages in my country. If these 
villages are on the edge of the border of India. If the 
first ray of the sun comes and is in the east, it will first 
touch that and reach us. That is the first village and 
that is why we have completely changed our thinking. 
He said we should make a special unit in those states 

that are border states and should start a membership 
campaign in these first villages. And we can make the 
entire village a fort of the Bharatiya Janata Party. When 
that village which is situated at the end of the border 
becomes the fort of the Bharatiya Janata Party, then 
it automatically becomes the fort of India. Shri Modi 
said for me, membership is not just for increasing 
the party’s numbers, my membership is also for 
strengthening my country and that is why I will leave 
those villages after turning them into forts. All this is 
possible due to the hard work of lakhs of Karyakartas.

33% reservation for women
Mentioning the 33% reservation for women in 

assemblies and Parliament, PM Shri Modi also 
suggested that the Sadasyta Abhiyan should focus 
on including individuals who can help maximize the 
success of women candidates in the Party. He said 
therefore, we should do this membership campaign 
considering it a sacred task. And when a person 
becomes a member, just like when a new child goes 
to school, what kind of environment do the parents 
create? They will do Tilak, feed them sweets, and 
make him wear good clothes. One should become a 
member with the same feeling.

The other person is 
joining our family, which means we are feeling very 
proud that you have come to us. We should not feel

of the country, it is a matter of pride for us. You have 
become one of our companions. What more blessing 
do we need in life than this? Shri Modi asked.

Highlighting the values of the party, PM Shri

Organisational Appointments

today are a result of Prime Minister Shri Narendra ModiJi's 
decision to abrogate Article 370 on August 5, 2019. 

The National Conference's agenda is deeply 
disappointing, and Congress's silent support for it is 
equally troubling. But let me make it clear that Article 370 
is now history, and it will never return. Article 370 was the 
chain that pushed the youth of Kashmir towards weapons 
and stones. The separatist ideology diverted them from 
the path of development to terrorism. Today, under 
the leadership of Prime Minister Shri Modi, significant 
progress has been made in changing this narrative.

He emphasized that because of Article 370, 
reservation was not possible in Jammu and Kashmir, 
causing injustice to women, Dalits, and tribals. The BJP 
government has taken steps to implement reservations 
effectively in the region. Now, reservations have been 
granted to the Scheduled Castes, with a 10% reservation 

for economically weaker sections and an increase in OBC 
reservations. The provision of reservations for Gujjars, 
Bakarwals and Paharis, who previously did not have 
any, has commenced under Prime Minister Shri Modi's 
leadership. The National Conference has this agenda 
and claims they will reconsider reservations. NC Leader 
Omar Abdullah should understand that the reservations 
for Gujjars, Bakarwals and Paharis are protected and 
cannot be altered. This is the BJP's pledge.

Shri Shah said after the formation of the new 
government in Jammu and Kashmir, a White Paper will be 
released to hold accountable those who have supported 
terrorism. The previous census, which was unjust to 
certain communities and groups, will be replaced with 
a free and fair census. Bharatiya Janata Party’s biggest 
promise is to intensify the ongoing fight against terrorism 
and eradicate it completely.  

SALIENT POINTS OF SANKALP PATRA:
•	 Under the 'Maa Samman Yojana,' the most senior 

woman in each household will receive Rs. 18,000 per 
month for their livelihood.

•	 Bank loans taken by women's self-help groups will be 
waived with assistance. Beneficiaries of the Ujjwala 
Yojana will receive 2 free LPG cylinders every year.

marlas of land. Funds for constructing homes will 
be provided by Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra 
Modi Ji.

‘Karyakarta Sammelan’ at Paloura (Jammu & Kashmir)
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The Union Cabinet, under the leadership of 
Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, on 27th 
August  approved a landmark decision 

in the form of the Unified Pension Scheme 
(UPS) for central government employees. 
This progressive initiative is set to significantly 
enhance the pension benefits for 23 lakh 
central government employees and potentially 
extend to around 90 lakh beneficiaries if state 
governments opt in.

Information and Broadcasting Minister Shri 
Ashwini Vaishnaw highlighted the key features 
of the new scheme, which will be effective from 
April 1, 2025.

The scheme assures a pension of 50% of 
the average basic pay drawn over the last 12 
months prior to superannuation for employees 
with a minimum of 25 years of service. For 
service between 10-25 years, the pension is 
proportionate.

Besides, the UPS provides a guaranteed 
family pension equivalent to 60% of pension 
of the employee immediately before his/her 
demise.

It has following 
pillars: Research and education, ,Plant genetic 
resource management, Genetic improvement 

for food and fodder crop,Pulse and oilseed crop 
improvement,Improvement of commercial crops, 
Research on insects, microbes, pollinators etc.

3.	 Strengthening Agricultural Education, 
Management and Social Sciences: with a total 
outlay of Rs 2,291 Crore the measure will prepare 
agriculture students and researchers for current 
challenges.

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PM launches ‘Jal Sanchay Jan Bhagidari’ initiative
The Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi on 6 

September addressed the program marking the 
launch of the ‘Jal Sanchay Jan Bhagidari’ initiative 
at Surat, Gujarat via video conferencing. Under this 
program, approximately 24,800 rainwater harvesting 
structures are being constructed across the state to 
enhance rainwater harvesting and ensure long-term 
water sustainability.

Union Minister of Labour and Employment and 
Chairperson, Central Board of Trustees, EPF 
on 4 September approved the proposal for 

a Centralized Pension Payment System (CPPS) for 
Employees’ Pension Scheme, 1995. The CPPS marks 
a major shift by establishing national-level centralized 
system, enabling pension disbursement through any 
bank, any branch across India.

Speaking about this landmark decision, Union 
Minister Dr. Mansukh Mandaviya said, “The approval 
of the Centralized Pension Payment System (CPPS) 
marks a significant milestone in modernization of 
the EPFO. By enabling pensioners to receive their 
pensions from any bank, any branch, anywhere in the 
country, this initiative addresses the long-standing 
challenges faced by pensioners and ensures a 

seamless and efficient disbursement mechanism.  
This is a crucial step in our ongoing efforts to 
transform the EPFO into a more robust, responsive, 
and tech-enabled organization, committed to serving 
the needs of its members and pensioners better.”

The Centralized Pension Payment System is 
expected to benefit more than 78 lakh EPS pensioners 
of EPFO. By harnessing advanced IT and banking 
technologies, it will offer a more efficient, seamless, 
and user-friendly experience for pensioners. 

CABINET APPROVES ONE MORE 
SEMICONDUCTOR UNIT

With the objective to develop a vibrant 
semiconductor ecosystem, the Union Cabinet 

chaired by Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi on 
2nd September approved the proposal of Kaynes 
Semicon Pvt Ltd to setup a semiconductor unit in 
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Sanand, Gujarat. 
The proposed unit will be setup with an investment 

of Rs 3,300 crore. The capacity of this unit will be 60 
Lakh chips per day. 

The chips produced in this unit will cater to a wide 
variety of applications which include segments such 
as industrial, automotive, electric vehicles, consumer 
electronics, telecom, mobile phones, etc.

The Programme for Development of 
Semiconductors and Display Manufacturing 
Ecosystem in India was notified on 21.12.2021 with a 
total outlay of Rs. 76,000 crore.

In June, 2023, the Union Cabinet had approved 
the first proposal for setting up a semiconductor unit 
in Sanand, Gujarat. 

In February, 2024, three more semiconductor 
units were approved. Tata Electronics is setting up 
a semiconductor fab in Dholera, Gujarat and one 
semiconductor unit in Morigaon, Assam. CG Power 
is setting up one semiconductor unit in Sanand, 
Gujarat. Construction of all 4 semiconductor 
units is progressing at a rapid pace and a robust 
semiconductor ecosystem is emerging near the 
units. These 4 units will bring an investment of almost 
Rs 1.5 Lakh crore. The cumulative capacity of these 
units is about 7 crore chips per day.  

CABINET COMMITTEE ON SECURITY APPROVES 
PROCUREMENT OF 240 AERO-ENGINES FOR 

IAF’S SU-30 MKI AIRCRAFT
Cabinet Committee on Security, on September 02, 

2024, approved the proposal for procurement of 
240 aero-engines (AL-31FP) for Su-30 MKI aircraft of 
the Indian Air Force (IAF) under Buy (Indian) category 

from Hindustan Aeronautics Limited (HAL) at a cost of 
over Rs 26,000 crore inclusive of all taxes and duties. 
The delivery of these aero-engines would start after 
one year and complete over a period of eight years.

The engines will have indigenous content over 
54%, enhanced due to indigenisation of some key 
components of aero-engines. These would be 
manufactured at Koraput division of HAL. 

Su-30 MKI is one of the most powerful and 
strategically-significant fleet of IAF. The supply of 
these aero-engines by HAL would meet the fleet 
sustenance requirement of IAF to continue their 
unhindered operations and strengthen the defence 
preparedness of the country.  

eSHRAM ACHIEVED OVER 30 CRORE 
REGISTRATIONS IN THE SPAN OF JUST 3 YEARS
The Ministry of Labour & Employment (MoLE) 

launched the eShram portal on 26th August 
2021. In the short span of three years since its 
launch, eShram has registered more than 30 crore 
unorganised workers, showcasing its rapid and 
widespread adoption among the unorganised 
workers. This achievement highlights the social 
impact and the Government’s commitment to support 
unorganised workers across the country.

The Government envisages to establishing the 
eShram portal as a “One-Stop-Solution” for Country’s 
unorganised workers. During Budget speech 2024-
25 it has been announced that, “A comprehensive 
integration of eShram portal with other portals will 
facilitate such One-Stop-Solution.” This initiative 
aims to facilitate access of various social security 
schemes being implemented by different Ministries/ 
Departments to unorganised workers through the 
eShram portal. The eShram-One Stop Solution will 
serve as a facilitator to ensure seamless access of 
various Government schemes to the unorganised 
workers. This will help in creating awareness of 
the schemes meant for unorganised workers 
while ensuring saturation of the schemes through 
identification of left-out potential beneficiaries.  

INDIA IS THE 2ND LARGEST ALUMINIUM 
PRODUCER IN THE WORLD

Production of key minerals in the country, such as 
iron ore and limestone, has continued to show 

robust growth in Q1 of FY 2024-25, after reaching 
record production levels in FY 2023-24. Iron ore and 
limestone account for about 80% of the total MCDR 
mineral production by value. Production of iron ore 
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was 275 million metric ton (MMT) and limestone at 
450 MMT in FY 2023-24.

As per provisional data, in the non-ferrous metal 
sector, primary aluminium production in FY 2024-
25 (April-June) posted a growth of 1.2% over the 
corresponding period last year, increasing to 10.43 
lakh ton (LT) in FY 2024-25 (April-June) from 10.28 LT 
in FY 2023-24 (April-June).

India is the 2nd largest Aluminium producer, 
3rd largest lime producer and 4th largest iron 
ore producer in the world. Continued growth in 
production of iron ore and limestone in the current 
financial year reflects the robust demand conditions 
in the user industries viz. steel and cement. Coupled 
with growth in Aluminium, these growth trends point 
towards continued strong economic activity in user 
sectors such as energy, infrastructure, construction, 
automotive and machinery.

Addressing 
the gathering, the Prime Minister 
expressed confidence that 
wonderful discussions would 
have taken place at the Economic 
Times World Leaders Forum for 
the bright future of the country and 
underlined that these discussions 
are happening at a time when the 
world has its trust in India.  

The Prime Minister remarked 
that India is writing a new success 
story today and the impact of 
reforms can be witnessed through 
the performance of the economy.

INDIA AND SINGAPORE DECIDE TO ELEVATE 
THE RELATIONSHIP TO A COMPREHENSIVE 

STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP

Prime Minister, Lawrence Wong, in a very special 
gesture, hosted a private dinner for Prime 
Minister Shri Narendra Modi.  he was accorded 

a ceremonial welcome at Parliament House, followed 
by official talks, and they discussed and reviewed 
cooperation in a very wide range of subjects, 
including trade and investment, defense and security, 
FinTech and digital economy, green corridors and 
sustainability, food security, advanced manufacturing, 
including semiconductors, connectivity, health and 
resilient supply chains. Four MoUs were exchanged, 
and these were  in cooperation in semiconductor 
ecosystem, in digital technologies, in skill 
development and education and in healthcare.

The next stage in bilateral relations in both countries 
has been set by the India-Singapore Ministerial 
Roundtable that met recently and which identified six 
pillars of our futuristic cooperation. And the above 
four MoUs address four of those six pillars. India and 
Singapore relations have been made future-ready, 
and accordingly, both Prime Ministers decided to 
elevate the relationship to a Comprehensive Strategic 
Partnership. To boost trade and investment, Prime 
Minister also announced the setting up of an Invest 
India office in Singapore, which will be a hand holding 
office for investors from Singapore in many diverse 
areas of interest identified in the six pillars above.

Terrorism as the primary threat to global 
peace

Both leaders condemned terrorism as the primary 
threat to global peace and stability. Both leaders 
reaffirmed their commitment to combat terrorism in 
all its forms and called for multilateral action through 
the United Nations, including the Comprehensive 

Convention on International Terrorism. They also 
emphasized cooperation on anti-money laundering 
and terror financing under FATF guidelines. The 
two countries reaffirmed their cooperation in global 
forums like the UN, WTO, and IORA and highlighted 
the importance of an open and rules-based Indo-
Pacific. 

Prime Minister visits AEM
Prime Minister also visited AEM, which is a leading 

Singapore company in the semiconductor space and 
in electronics. There, he was briefed about AEM's role 
in global semiconductor value chain, its operations 
and plans for India, and to develop India its own 
semiconductor manufacturing ecosystem and to 
match Singapore's strengths in this area. There were 
a number of other senior company leaders who were 
present, as well as those involved in skilling and skill 
upgradation in this sector. At the facility, the two Prime 
Ministers also interacted with a group of interns, both 
from India and Singapore, who had undergone skill 
training as part of bilateral programs. The Indian 
interns were from the Odisha World Skill Center, and 
the Singaporean students were receiving skilling 
exposure in India under the India Ready Program. 
Prime Minister also invited the semiconductor related 
CEOs present today to the SEMICON India Exhibition 
and Conference, which is being held from 11th to 
13th of September.

In terms of people-to-people contact, both sides 
discussed, things like increasing the number of flight 
connections between the two countries. And also, 
the Prime Minister announced that the first ever 
Thiruvalluvar Center in the world will be set up in 
Singapore.  
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Sheikh Khaled bin Mohamed bin 
Zayed Al Nahyan, Crown Prince 

of Abu Dhabi was on an official visit 
to India from 9-10 September 2024, 
at the invitation of Prime Minister 
Shri Narendra Modi. 

This was the Crown Prince’s first 
official visit to India in this capacity.  

The Crown Prince held bilateral 
discussions with Prime Minister 
Shri Narendra Modi during the 
visit.

The MoU is expected 
to enhance cooperation in the 
operation and maintenance of 
nuclear power plants, sourcing 
of nuclear goods and services 
from India.

•	 A long-term liquefied natural 
gas (LNG) supply agreement 
between the Abu Dhabi National 
Oil Company (ADNOC) and 
Indian Oil Corporation Ltd.

•	 Strategic petroleum reserve 
cooperation between ADNOC 
and the Indian Strategic 
Petroleum Reserve Ltd (ISPRL).

•	 A production concession 
agreement for Abu Dhabi 
onshore block-one between 
Urja Bharat and ADNOC.

•	 An agreement between the 
Gujarat government and Abu 
Dhabi Developmental Holding 
Company PJSC to set up food 
parks in India.
