People give HISTORIC MANDATE TO BJP 
OPPOSITION DECIMATED
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he Bharatiya Janata Party on 23 May, 2019 
stunned the Opposition and the political pandits 
with a historic landslide victory in Lok Sabha 

elections 2019. The BJP had secured victory on 303 
seats and the National Democratic Alliance (NDA), which 
includes parties like Janata Dal (United), Shiv Sena, SAD 
and AIADMK bagged 353 seats. On the other hand, 
Opposition parties are on verge of an existential crisis, 
especially the Congress. The grand old party scored only 
52 seats which is less than the required numbers to get 
even the status of the main opposition party in the Lok 
Sabha. 

Subsequent to a long and arduous election, with 
months of campaigning and voting spread over seven 
phases; India’s 879 million voters have finally spoken 
almost in one voice and handed another historic mandate 
and resounding victory to Prime Minister Shri Narendra 
Modi led Bharatiya Janata Party. 

BJP’s 2014 victory was already record-setting; the first 
time a single party had attained a parliamentary majority 
in three decades but 2019 results surpassed even that 
figure and set a new benchmark for itself. To win once 

at that scale was astounding, a black swan event. To 
win twice means that Indian politics, and India itself, has 
changed beyond recognition.

Never since Indira Gandhi’s famous 1971 electoral 
triumph had an incumbent Prime Minister returned with a 
majority. Never since 1984 had a party crossed the 300-

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seats along with its allies. The last time a party crossed 
the 300-seat mark was in 1984, when the Congress 
won more than 400 seats in the wake of Indira Gandhi’s 
assassination.

The scale and spread of the BJP’s victory are 
impressive. Apart from winning an unprecedented 
majority, the BJP vote share in 12 states is more than 
50 per cent, including in big states such as Karnataka, 
Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan. In Uttar Pradesh 
and Tripura, the BJP vote share is 49 per cent.

The Congress, expected to challenge the BJP at least 
in some of the Hindi heartland states after its Assembly 
poll successes in December, won a mere 52 seats. It had 
won 44 seats in 2014. No one from the Congress may get 
the status of the leader of the opposition party in the Lok 
Sabha for the second time in succession, because it does 
not have 10 per cent of the strength of the House.

The Congress could not win a single seat in as many 
as 14 states including Rajasthan, Gujarat and Haryana. In 
bigger states such as Madhya Pradesh, UP, Jharkhand, 
Karnataka and Maharashtra, the Congress won one seat 
each. To add insult to injury Smt. Smriti Irani defeated 
Congress President Rahul Gandhi in his stronghold of 
Amethi by over 55,000 votes. 

In states like Uttar Pradesh, where some had 
expected the ‘Mahagatbandhan’ of the Samajwadi Party-
Bahujan Samaj Party-Rashtriya Lok Dal to stop the BJP’s

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juggernaut, it not only won 62 seats, along with two of the 
ally Apna Dal, but bagged a staggering vote share of 49.6 
per cent.

In effect, the BJP in UP improved significantly on 
its 2014 vote share of 42.3 per cent. In 2014, the BJP 
alliance had won 73 seats, including two of the Apna Dal. 
The Mahagatbandhan could win or was leading in only 

15 seats, with the Bahujan Samaj Party winning 10 and 
Samajwadi Party five. 

The BJP also made inroads into states it had termed 
its “final frontiers”, including West Bengal, Odisha and 
Telangana. In West Bengal, the BJP won in 18 seats 
against the Trinamool Congress’ 22, with a vote share of 
40.2 per cent. In Odisha it got 8 seats and in Telangana, 
the BJP won four seats. Nationally, the BJP is on its way 
to increasing its vote share from its all-time high of 31 per 
cent in 2014 to nearly 37 per cent.

After the thrashing victory, at the BJP’s victory 
celebrations at the central office in the national capital, 
PM Shri Modi appealed to his workers to exhibit humility 
in what is the greatest electoral triumph since the 
independence in 1947.

In his speech at the BJP headquarters in front of 
supporters unfazed by the drizzle, the PM said the BJP 
respected India’s constitution and federalism, but was deeply 
committed to its ideological tenets. He likened the electoral 
battle to that of Mahabharata, and thanked the people for 
their support to him, who is a simple fakir, or ascetic.

“We have to move ahead. We have to take everyone 
with us, even our opponents. We have to work for the 
benefit of the country,” the PM said, adding he would not 
do anything with bad intent even though he might at times 
commit a mistake on the job.

Amid cries of ‘Bharat mata ki jai’, Shri Modi said the

Confirming his statusas the country's mostcharismatic leader,Narendra Modi bull-dozed his Bharatiya JanataParty to a stunning successivesecond-term victory in elec-tions to the 17th Lok Sabhatoday. The results and leadstill late tonight pointed to alandslide victory for the BJP,which won  300 seats on itsown, that powered its NDAalliance to reach a tally of about350 of the total 542 Lok Sabhaseats, which decisively con-firmed the decimation of theentire Opposition.
The humiliation of themain challenger was under-scored when Congress pres-ident Rahul Gandhi wastrounced in Amethi, a seat con-sidered to be a Gandhi fam-ily bastion. Leading the BJPto a landslide triumph in thegeneral elections, PM Modiretained power for a consec-utive second term in office,as his politics and poll plank

of nationalism, security, andHindutva won a staggeringmandate of the voters. AfterJawaharlal Nehru and IndiraGandhi, Modi thus became thethird prime minister of thecountry ~ and the first non-Congress one ~ who has beenable to return to power for asecond term with absolutemajority numbers in the LokSabha. The BJP's performanceoutstripped its spectacular per-formance of 2014 when led bythe then challenger Modi theBJP had won 282 seats, leav-ing the Congress with an all-time low of 44 seats.
Even in the current LokSabha elections, the Con-gress could barely manage toimprove its tally by only eightseats, reaching a measly fig-ure of 52. The outcome of theelections made it clear that theModi government won aresounding endorsement ofthe people cutting acrossregional and caste divides.Veteran BJP leader LKAdvani congratulated Modiand party president AmitShah for the BJP’s “unprece-

dented victory”.  The newlyelected BJP MPs are likely tomeet here on 26 May to selectModi as their leader. According to reports, theBJP top brass has asked theparty's newly elected MPs tobe present in the nationalcapital on Saturday to take part

in the important first meet-ing of the BJP parliamentaryparty leaders the day after, onSunday. The selection of Modias BJP parliamentary partyleader will formally pave theway for his swearing in as thePrime Minister of India for thesecond consecutive term in

office. The BJP, which haswon majority on its own, isexpected to go to Rashtrap-ati Bhavan along with its alliesto stake claim to form the gov-ernment immediately afterModi's selection as parlia-mentary party leader. Thoughthe process of government for-

mation will start from 26 May,the BJP is yet to decide on an'auspicious' day for the swear-ing-in of Modi as PM. It is learntthat Modi will visit his con-stituency Varanasi on 28 Mayto thank voters for his win. In a sombre speech, Modisaid: “We have to take every-one with us, even our oppo-nents. We have to work forthe benefit of the country.”In UP, the BJP emerged vic-torious although it fell abouta dozen seats short of its 71tally scored in the 2014 LSpolls.

With 243 seats in the kitty, the

BJP was poised to win 303 of

the 542 seats that went to the

polls in seven phases, accord-

ing to the partial vote count

released by the Election Com-

mission this evening. The BJP

vote share soared past 50 per

cent in 13 states and Union

Territories, a feat which the

rival Congress could manage

only in Puducherry.

BJP’s master strategist

Amit Shah played a pivotal

role in ensuring that the par-

ty won more seats than it did

in 2014 in an almost presiden-

tial form of elections.

The BJP, which had lately

dropped down to 268 seats,

surpassed its 2014 perform-

ance of 282 in the 543-mem-

ber House, bringing true

the prophecy of the archi-

tect of the landslide win. “I

am completely sure that on

May 23, we will form a

strong NDA government

with more than 300 LS

seats. I am expecting an

increase in the number of

NDA seats, but the BJP is

winning 300 seats inde-

pendently,” Shah had told

The Tribune last week, on

the last day of campaigning.

The resounding endorse-

ment of Modi’s popularity

and achievements in five

years saw celebrations break

out at the party offices across

the country. Social media

went wild and ‘TsuNaMo 2.0’

set the Twitter on fire with

memes celebrating PM

Modi’s tremendous re-run.

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EXPANDING BJP FOOTPRINTS
WEST BENGAL 

The BJP more than doubled its 
voter base in Bengal, from 17 
per cent in 2014, to nearly 41 per 
cent in 2019. This helped the BJP 
increase its seat tally from 2 to 18. 
This poses a serious threat to the 
existence of TMC and the political 
ambitions of Mamata Banerjee, the 
two-time chief minister.

The Trinamool Congress (TMC) 
lost  around 12 seats from last time. 

The BJP gained vote share by 
severely denting the support base 
of the Left parties. The vote share 
of the Communist Party of India 
(Marxist) (CPM) plummeted from 
23 per cent in 2014, to less than 7 
per cent. The BJP also ate away 
half of the Congress’s base too.

ODISHA 
In Odisha too, the BJP is now standing neck 
and neck against the Biju Janata Dal (BJD). 
The BJP’s vote share in the state jumped from 
22 per cent to 38 per cent. In comparison, the 
vote share of the BJD dropped two percentage 
points, but remained at about 42 per cent.

As a result, the Modi-led BJP poached 
seven seats from the BJD, 

and increased its 
tally to eight. The 
Congress, which got 
26 per cent votes in 

the 2014 Lok Sabha 
elections in Odisha, 

reduced its influence to 
about 14 per cent, but 

won one seat. From 20 
seats in 2014, BJD’s tally went 

down to 12 this time.
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KARNATAKA
The BJP had emerged as the single 
largest party in Karnataka Assembly 
elections in 2018, with 36 per cent 
votes and 104 seats in the 224-seat 
Assembly, falling marginally short of 
majority. However, in 2019, it has now 
garnered more than 50 per cent vote 
share in the southern state, winning 
25 of the 28 seats.

Here, the BJP severely dented the 
support base of the Congress, whose 
vote share dropped significantly from 
41 per cent in 2014 general election, 
to 32 per cent this year. As a result, 
Karnataka became the playground 
for Congress’s biggest defeat in the 
country. It lost eight seats, retaining 
just one in a state where it is in 
power, in coalition with the Janata 
Dal (Secular). The JD(S) remained 
a silent spectator, with a trample 
damage of losing one seat.

TELANGANA 

The absence of Telugu 
Desam Party (TDP) from 
the contest in Telangana 
threw up a surprising 
result. All three parties 
BJP, Congress and 
the Telangana Rashtra 
Samithi, improved their 
vote share. But the BJP 
expended its effort in 
select seats, winning in 
four seats, respectively. 
The BJP nearly doubled 
its vote share, becoming 
a formidable force in the 
state. Though TRS won a 
landslide in the Assembly 
elections six months ago, 
it lost two seats in the Lok 
Sabha election to the BJP.
